WHEREFORE, Complainant prays that a hearing be conducted
en the allegations of this Accusation and that upon proof thereof
a decision be rendered imposing disciplinary action against all
licenses and license rights of Respondents, under the Real Estate
Law {(Part 1 of Division 4 of the Business and Professions Codei,
and for such other and further relief as may be proper under the

provisions of law.
