convictions for Disturbing the Peace in Nevada in 1979, and for violating California Penal Code
Section 484(a) (petty theft), a misdemeanor, in 1989, on my license application,

I hereby request that the Real Estate Commissioner in her discretion issue a restricted real

estate salesperson license to me under the authority of California Business and Professions Code
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Sections 10100.4 and 10156.5. Tunderstand that any such restricted license will be issued
subject to the provisions of and limitations of California Business and Professions Code Sections
10156.6 and 10156.7.

I understand that by my signing of this Stipulation and Waiver, provided this Stipulation

in the event of:

a.  The conviction of Respondent (including a plea of nolo contendere) to a crime

that bears a substantial relationship to Respondent’s fitness or capacity as a real
estate licensee; or

b.  The receipt of evidence that Respondent has violated provisions of the

California Real Estate Law, the Subdivided Lands Law, Regulations of the Real
Estate Commissioner, or conditions attaching to this restricted license.

2. Respondent shall not be eligible to apply for the issuance of an unrestricted real

estate license nor the removal of any of the conditions, limitations, or restrictions
attaching to the restricted license until two (2) years have elapsed from the date of
issuance of the restricted license to Respondent. :

restricted licensee and otherwise exercise close supervision over the licensee’s
performance of acts for which a license is required.

any arrest by sending a certified letter to the Real Estate Commissioner at the
Department of Real Estate, Post Office Box 187000, Sacramento, CA 95818-7000.
The letter shall set forth the date of Respondent’s arrest, the crime for which
Respondent was arrested, and the name and address of the arresting law enforcement
agency. Respondent’s failure to timely file written notice shall constitute an
independent violation of the terms of the restricted license and shall be grounds for

the suspension or revocation of that license.
